Chancellor Robert R. Livingston was an Enlightenment
gentleman whose patriotic zeal lead him to experiment in
scientific improvements to American life. He believed that the
hearty nature, quality mutton, and fine wool of the Merino would
benefit both American consumers and farmers.

When the Chancellor imported four sheep from France in
1802, American farmers were skeptical and paid only cut rates for

the mixed-breed Merinos. The Chancellor returned from France
and bought back the sheep that had been sold from his flocks at

prices that raised local eyebrows. He also purchased more full-
blooded Merinos from France, and continued integrating them
into his own flocks. He finally published essays defending the Herding Demo

breed’s value and held public shearings to prove their quality. 12:45-1:15
“A Bee in Bob’s Bonnet”

By 1809, his work had paid off—even the Chancellor’s
15/16 lambs were selling for $125! In 1810, he held a public
shearing showcase that was described by Elkanah Watson:

A Lecture by Travis Bowman

I attended his famous sheep-shearing, which attracted

much attention and acquired subsequently great
newspaper notoriety. . . the large company was
entertained with the most elegant and sumptuous 3:00-3:30

were bought with great avidity, at prices varying from
fifty to one thousand dollars. . .there was an animated 3:30-4:00

competition, and there were some earnest disputes for
securing the purchase of select animals. . . Dr. Mitchell
gave as a toast, “the modern Argonautic expedition,
whereby our Jason [the Chancellor] has enriched his
